ABOUT THE COUNT 
 

On January 27, 2010, the VCEH in partnership with the Chittenden County Homeless Alliance 
conducted the annual one-day count of homeless individuals and families in Vermont. 
 
Community commitment and participation is critical to ensure that the homeless are not invisible.  

 
It is important to know that the point-in-time only 
represents a one day snapshot of homelessness in Vermont.  
Weather conditions, local volunteer and stakeholder 
participation should be taken into account when evaluating 
the data.  Also, during extremely cold weather, family and 
friends are more likely to provide homeless individuals and 
families a temporary place to stay, especially when children 
are involved.    
 

So, why conduct the count in January?  Beginning in 2007, 
HUD required all point-in-time counts to comply with HUD 
standards and to be conducted during the last seven days in 
January.  For more information:  www.hudhre.info. 
 

Each year volunteers and staff from many organizations work on ensuring that every person who 
is homeless counts including:  emergency and domestic violence shelters, community action 
agencies, state agencies, schools, mental health agencies, food shelves, law enforcement, youth 
services, Veteran providers, church members and many others in communities throughout 
Vermont.  A standard Data Collection form was created and adopted for use across Vermont to 
allow for consistent data collection and increased data quality. 
 

This report provides a one-day snap shot of persons experiencing homeless in Vermont and 
includes people who are precariously housed (staying in temporary situations with family, friends 
and those who care).  People who are homeless are our neighbors, friends and co-workers.  They
